Hungarian pioneer of animal domestication research in Europe and the Middie East

Szaz évvel ezel6tt sziiletett Bokonyi Sandor (1926-1994), a modern archeozooldgia hazai alapitdja és
nemzetkdzileg is meghatarozo alakja. Allatorvosként végzett, majd a régészet teriiletén tevékenykeds
természettudosként és az MTA Régészeti Intézet igazgatdjaként nagymértékben hozzajarult a régészeti
dllattan és a multidiszciplinaris vizsgalatok elterjedéséhez hazankban. Tébb mint négy évtizednyi
tudomanyos munkassaga sordn szamos orszagban dolgozott és tanitott. Kutatdsainak kozéppontjaban az
dllatok haziasitasanak torténete allt. Az Europaban és Kozel-Keleten vizsgalt allatcsontegyuttesek
eredményeit szdmos nyelven, tdbb mint 230 tudomanyos és ismeretterjesztd tanulmanyban és kotetben
publikdlta.

Sandor Békanyi (1926-1994), the founder of modern archaeozoology in Hungary and a defining figure in
the international research scene, was born a century ago. He graduated as a veterinarian, and worked as a
natural scientist in the field of archaeology and became the director of the Institute of Archaeology of the
Hungarian Academy of Sciences. He greatly contributed to the spread of archaeozoology and
multidisciplinary studies in Hungary. During his over four decades of scientific work, he worked and taught
in several countries. The focus of his research was the history of animal domestication. He published the
results of animal bone assemblages examined in Europe and the Middle East in numerous languages, in the
form of more than 230 academic studies, in addition do writing some popular articles on the subject.
